BUCC HAS THE LATEST, up-to-date version of the Williams personal sound system. It
may just be your answer if you are concerned (1) that the quality of sound deteriorates
between the speakers and your pew in the sanctuary, or (2) that your hearing is getting
poorer but not yet bad enough to buy hearing aids, or (3) that you have hearing aids and
you want to hear even better or (4) that you are bothered by the route 82 traffic noises or
any noise generated by your pew mates during worship.

Receivers are available in the narthex for you to borrow which pick up ALL PARTS of the
worship service - sermon, readings, choir and organ music, etc. Just plug in one of our
head phones, your favorite Walkman head phones or any other unit with a 3.5mm plug
and you are ready for a new hearing experience. Don’t know if you want to do this? Then
try it out; borrow one of the church’s head phones and "test drive" a Williams receiver
during a worship service.

And if you already have digital hearing aids, an even better experience awaits you.
Simply have your audiologist activate the teleloop option of you hearing aids, borrow a
receiver with a teleloop plugged in and experience sound quality you never would have
expected. The sound remains electronic all the way from the speaker’s mic to your ear
drum.



The Readings
The Old Testament - Isaiah 6:1-13

In the year that King Uzziah died, | saw the Holy One sitting on a throne, high and
lofty; the hem of whose robe filled the temple. Seraphs were in attendance above,;
each had six wings: with two they covered their faces, and with two they covered
their feet, and with two they flew. And one called to another and said: “Holy, holy,
holy is the Ruler of hosts; the whole earth is full of the Holy One’s glory.” The
pivots on the thresholds shook at the voices of those who called, and the house
filled with smoke.

And | said: “Woe is me! | am lost, for | am a man of unclean lips, and | live among
a people of unclean lips; yet my eyes have seen the Sovereign One, the Ruler of
hosts!” Then one of the seraphs flew to me, holding a live coal that had been
taken from the altar with a pair of tongs. The seraph touched my mouth with it and
said: “Now that this has touched your lips, your guilt has departed, and your sin is
blotted out.” Then | heard the voice of the Holy One saying, “Whom shall | send,
and who will go for us?” And | said, “Here am |; send me!”

The New Testament - Luke 5:1-11

Once while Jesus was standing beside the lake of Gennesaret, and the crowd
was pressing in on him to hear the word of God, he saw two boats there at the
shore of the lake; the fishermen had gone out of them and were washing their
nets. He got into one of the boats, the one belonging to Simon, and asked him to
put out a little way from the shore. Then he sat down and taught the crowds from
the boat. When he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into the deep
water and let down your nets for a catch.” Simon answered, “Master, we have
worked all night long but have caught nothing.

Yet if you say so, | will let down the nets.” When they had done this, they caught
so many fish that their nets were beginning to break. So, they signaled their
partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both
boats, so that they began to sink. But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at
Jesus’ knees, saying, “Go away from me, Lord, for | am a sinful man!” For he and
all who were with him were amazed at the catch of fish that they had taken; and
so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon.



Then Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching
people.” When they had brought their boats to shore, they left everything and
followed him.

The Continuing Testament- from Behold | Do a New Thing - by C. Kirk Hadaway

The only effective outreach programs | have ever seen, are means of channeling
enthusiasm that is already there. When members are excited about what is
happening to them and in their church, they want to invite people - so others can
see it and experience it for themselves.

The Reality of the Holy One is known through experience, not through verbal
description. When we experience the Presence of the Holy Realm, we see our old
world more clearly - and how it held us captive. We see the structures and walls
that kept us inside. And because the Divine Realm is not constructed of concepts,
we cannot use concepts to capture it or to convey it to others. We see it; we taste
it; we experience it fully from within. And the more we experience and know that
loving and gracious Divine Reality, the more we want others to know it too.
